        PINELLAS COUNTY ANIMAL SERVICES. 

                     Memorandum – New License Fees  
October 1st is the beginning of the new fiscal year for Pinellas County.  Like every 

business the Animal Services Department has encountered increased supply and material costs. 

Some fees will be raised due to the increased costs. The licensing fees for one- and three-year 

pet licenses will increase on October 1, 2024. The new fees are as follows: 

1 year license for dog and cat will be $22 

3-year license for dog and cat will be $44 

The rebate percentage for license resellers remains unchanged.  Resellers will still receive a 5% 

percent discount and portal users will still receive a 7% discount.

Please charge the citizen the new price for any license issued on October 1st, 2024, or after th 

new license fees. Your clinic will be charged the fee based on the license issued date.  

  

Resellers can opt to be a portal user here are some of the benefits of being a portal user. 
1. You will have access to research a tag for life for your client 

2. All licenses entered into the system become current at the time of entry 

3. Your clinic will no longer have to fill out license certificates and send them in 

4. The clinic will no longer have to fill out a reconciliation form and submit it 

Pinellas County will supply tags, and prepaid envelopes for submitting appropriate paperwork and pay-

ments. Pinellas County will provide the same discount of 5% but an additional 2% discount for each 

($22) 1-year license sold ($1.54 total discount) and for each ($44) 3-year license sold ($3.08 total dis-

count). These discounts are applied on the monthly statement for all certificates processed within that 

month.
